AFQAM Membership Category Guide

There are four categories of membership in AFQAM.  They are:

· Full Membership

· Affiliate Membership

· Emeritus Membership

· Founding Membership

Membership Privileges:  All members, regardless of type, may register for the annual meeting or any AFQAM sponsored training at a reduced rate.

Note:  All applicants will be reviewed by the Membership committee and then recommendations to the Executive Board will be made two weeks prior to the annual meeting.  The Executive Board will review the Membership committee’s recommendations and offer a list of qualified candidates to the general membership for a vote at the annual meeting as per the AFQAM By-Laws Section 2.2.1

Full Member:
Meet specific qualifications

Must affirm that they meet the specific qualifications annually
Pays dues ($50.00 annually) 

Have voting privileges

Can serve on and chair committees

Can hold a board position

Have access to the AFQAM discussion list

Emeritus Member:
No longer meet specific qualifications for full membership

Have been an active member And rendered distinguish service
Are fully retired from the field of forensics (including employment by a forensic laboratory, forensic consulting, employment by a paid vendor or an accrediting body)

Pay token dues ($10.00 annually)

Have voting privileges

Can serve and chair committees but cannot hold a board position

Must have two letters of recommendations from full members in good standing

Affiliate Member:
Do not meet the specific qualifications to be a full member

Are advancing forensic quality assurance or provide technical assistance in forensic quality assurance

Pays dues ($50.00 annually)

Have voting privileges

Can serve on a committee but cannot chair a committee or hold a board position

Do not have access to the discussion list

Founding Member:
Members who were present at the October 2001 organizational meeting in Kansas City may apply for emeritus member when they are no longer eligible for full, or affiliate members.
